James Fisher, Sumner County Emergency Manager welcomed and thanked the attendees and
introduced AMEC Earth and Environmental as the consulting firm hired to assist in the
development of the county’s multi-urisdictional hazard mitigation plan. Ida Kirmse and Susan
Belt AMEC s project staff conducted the meeting and answered guestions from the group.

Overview of Natural Hazard Mitigation Planning

AMEC staff presented information on the purpose and requirements of the Disaster Mitigation
Act of 2000. The presentation addressed the benefits, including eligibility for federal funding
programs, for local governments and districts of parficipating in the mitigation plan

AMEC staff described the role of the Hazard Mitigation Flanning Committee. Paricipation in the
committee requires:

Attending and participating in meetings,

Froviding availahle data requestad,

Reviewing and commenting on plan drafts,

Advertising and assisting with the public input process, and

Coordinating the formal adoption.

The planning process consists of 10 steps (helow) designed to mest the requirements of the
Federal Disaster Mitigation Act and FEMA's associated guidance.

Representatives from Sumner county schoaol districts, fire districts, water districts, townships,
cities, Sumner county government and other interested parties present at the meeting indicated
their intent to participate in the multijurisdictional plan.

Planning for Public Involvement

Meeting aftendees discussed methods for involving stakeholders and the public in the plan. The
group discussed methods routinely used to engage the public, such as e-mails to parents of
students enrolled in the local school districts. and informational notes included on local utility
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hills. Many members of the group also suggested the use of websites, radio, polling sites and
newsletiers. A copy of the draft plan will be placed in 2ach public library.

Introduction to Hazard Identification

AMEC representatives worked with the group to examine the prior hazard analysis developed
for Sumner County and worked through a list of potential hazards that could affect the planning
area. They discussed past hazard events, types of damage, and where additional information
might be found. Members of the group discussed the advantages and disadvantages of
including man-made or technological hazards in the plan. Afier much discussion, the group
decided not to include the man-made hazards of hazardous materials, major disease outhraak,
radiclogical, and terrarism in the plan.

AMEC's explained that each hazard that is described in the state plan must be addressed in
some way by the Sumner County plan, but if a hazard is determinad not to he of significance to
the planning area, then it may be included with only a justification for no further analysis is
required.

James Fair, Sumner County Emergency Manager, began the meeting by welcoming and
thanking the attendees.

SumnerCounty
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Key Issues for Sumner County Planning

At the kickoff meeting, the commitiee briefly discussed key social, technical, administrative, and
economic issues which have the potential to affect Sumner County's ability to implement the
hazard mitigation plan. As AMEC staff has been completing Chapter 3, Hazard Identification
and Profile, other key issues have emerged as potential issues related to implementation. The
currently idenfified key issues are discussed by hazard helow:

Agricultural Infestation
+« Agriculture is extremely important to the economy of Sumner County and any issues
related to infestation /damage to crops could adversely affect the tax bhase of the
economy.

Extreme Temperatures

* There are a large percentage of elderly persons in the county who would be extremely
susceptible to the effects of both heat and cold.

* The high cost of heating has had an affect on those on fixed incomes.

Flood
& Sumner County has 15 repetitive flood loss properties. These properties have a
comhbined 44 loss claims with payments approaching 3750,000. In some instances
acquisition of these structures may be difficult.

Tornmado

* There are inadequate warning systems in place for the hearing impaired and those for
whom English is not a primary language.

* There is a lack of appropriate shelters in some communities.

Utility Infrastructure

* There are some homehound individuals in rural areas of the county with medical issues
who rely on the utility infrastructure.

Wildfire

« A large percentage of firefighters and emergency medical responders are volunteers,
gspecially in rural areas of the county.

Wind Storm
« Pivotirrigation systems are extremely susceptible to wind damage.

Coordination of Hazard Mitigation with Other Planning
Efforts

The group discussed other plans that might affect the hazard mitigation plan, including: (1}
Local Emergency Operations Plans, (2) Economic Development Flans, (3) Flood Insurance
Studies, (4) Hazardous Materials Response ! Risk Management Plans, (5) Mational Flood
Insurance Program and the {(6) Community Wildfire Assessment. The group was provided with
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information about the Mational Flood Insurance Program and the Community Rating System
(CRS) Program. Only the communities of Argonia, Belle Plaine, Geuda Springs, Mulvane,
Wellington, and Sumner County currently participate in the National Flood Insurance Program.

Goals and Objectives

AMEC staff discussed the process the group would use to develop goals and objectives for the
Sumner County Multi-urisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan. The goals and objectives from the
Kansas Hazard Mitigation Plan and goals from other FEMA approved Hazard Mitigation Flans
were provided as examples. Committee members narrowed the focus of the goals. The group
selected general goals regarding (1) prevention of loss to asseis from natural and man-made
hazards, (2) education of the public, responders and others, and (3) mitigation policy
development. Once the plan goals were established, the committee expressed an interast in
using the objectives from the state plan. AMEC staff agreed to incorporate the objectives list
from the state plan for the group.

Goals Developed by the Hazard Mitigation Planning Commitize including the preliminary list of
objectives for each goal are listaed below.

Goal #1: Increase capabilities and develop strategies to assure that vulnerable
populations, buildings, and critical faciliies within Sumner County are protected from
hazards and reduce the damaaging effects of those hazards.

1.1 Reduce property losses due to flood, wildfire, winter storms, and other hazards.

1.2 Increase the level of protection for critical facilities, infrastructure, and utility
systems.

1.3 Assure that vulnerable populations such as the elderly, homeless, low income or
those with Limited English Proficiency are included in mitigation and response
planning.

Goal #2: Improve the level of responder, government, business, and citizen awareness

and preparedness for disaster.

2.1 Strengthen cutreach and partnerships with the private sector, nonprofit organizations
and the puilic.

2.2 Improve public understanding of hazards and risk by providing public awarenass,
preparedness, and mitigation information through various channgls of
communication.

2.3 Educate property and husiness owners on affordable mitigation and preparedness
measuras that can he taken to reduce property loss.

Goal #3: Promote a policy framework that assures effective hazard mitigation programs

are implemented and promoted.

3.1 Assure continued participation in the Mational Flood Insurance Program, including
the Community Rating System (CRS) Program.

3.2 Promote the adoption of ordinances that reduce damages from natural hazards.

AMEC staff explained
that the drafts were still incomplete because some jurisdictions had not yet submitted the
required data using the data collection toals distributed at the kickoff mesting. It was explained
that several chapters in the plan rely on local data that jurisdictions provide such as status of
other plans such as emergency operations plans and municipality master plans. Jurisdictions
were requested to send in their data as soon as possible.

Requirements for Participation of Schools

The group discussed the requirements for participation of the school districts in the Muli-
jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Flan. FEMA requirements are that school districts must
participate fully in the process as a jurisdiction in order to be eligible for funding. Counties and

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Cities cannot subimit projects on behalf of schools; schools must submit projects on their own.
AMEC reviewed the requirements for pariicipation: (1) complete a data collection form, (2)
attend meetings and paricipate in the process, (3) assist in obtaining public input and informing
constituents about the planning process and (4) adopt the final plan.  Each school district at
the meeting was asked to complete a data collection form supplied by AMEC. Data collection
forms should be returned to Sumner County Emergency Management or AMEC as soon as
possible for inclusion in the plan. Some preliminary data was collected from each school at the
meeting.

Introduction to Project Selection Process

AMEC discussed the types of projects that are currently within the funding priorities for Kansas.
The types of projects discussed included: =afe rooms, property buyouts, structure elevation,
wind resistant glass, etc.  Specific information regarding the projects most typical for schools
was also provided. .

Next Steps

Aftendees were asked to review the informational needs listed in the data collection guide and
to talk with other staff of their organizations that may be knowledgeahle about needed data.
AMEC staff will coordinate with participants regarding gathering the required information in the
data collection guides
